MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING

HELD APRIL 2, 2024   6:30PM
The City Council of the City of Sanborn met in the council room of said city on Tuesday, April 2, 2024 at 6:30pm. Present: Acting Mayor Kelly Pierson who presided, Councilors Pat Simonson, Mary Fennern, Jeremiah Frasher and City Clerk-Treasurer Tara Jones.  
Acting Mayor Pierson opened the meeting and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

 Simonson moved to approve the minutes of the regular March 5th and Special Fire Budget meetings. Frasher seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously. 
Frasher moved to pay all bills as presented. Fennern seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.


John Gode was present to ask that the softball field on Yaeger Street be named after the late Herb Scheffler. Herb and sons, Curt and Mike, have donated a lot of time and materials to make the field what it is today. After discussion, Fennern moved to name the field Scheffler Field. Frasher seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

Owen Todd from Bolton & Menk was present to update the council on the Lead Service Inventory Line Project, Owen will be working directly with the Minnesota Department of Health and has provided the city with survey forms to be send out with this month’s utility bills.
Michael Novitzki and Brian Petzel from ISG Engineering were present to introduce themselves and inform the council that they would like an opportunity to help the city with any future projects.
Doug Bahr was present to ask the council for a reduction in the price of the property located at 211 Yaeger Street being he has mowed it for the past couple years, asking price is $1,500.00 and Doug would like to offer $1,000.00. After discussion it was decided that there would not be a deduction for the mowing and the purchase price will remain $1,500.00. Doug advised the council that he will pay the asking price, and will have it paid in full by the end of April. 
Chief Jeremy Schwanke gave the Fire Department report:
· Raising the Fire Relief Pension from $800.00 per year to $1,000.00 per year was
discussed, Jeremy informed the council that there is enough money in the relief account that the city would not have to pay anymore into the fund due to the increase. Fennern moved to increase the rate from $800.00 to $1,000.00 per year. Simonson seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
· The Fire Department is looking into a different tanker truck, Jeremy asked that $40.00 per section of the fire contract rate be put into the truck fund. Fennern moved to put the $40.00 per section into the truck fund. Simonson seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
Tony Sauer gave the Maintenance Department report: 
· The campground will be opened on May 4th, gravel needs to be added to the
pads and driveway, stumps need to be ground and grass needs to be planted.

· The LMCIT will be paying for the body damage to the plow truck that happened while plowing on February 14th. Terry Pudenz will be doing the repair work.
· The grader was damaged while plowing during the last snow event. Parts have been ordered in the amount of $700.00.

Election judge pay was discussed, Frasher moved to increase wages to
$15.00 per hour for judges and $18.00 per hour for the head judge. Fennern seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously. 

Simonson moved to donate $1,000.00 to the Springfield Area Food Shelf. Fennern
seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

Junk Day is scheduled for May 4th, the fee will remain the same as last year at

$30.00.
The Board of Appeals and Equalization meeting will be held April 24th at 5:00pm
at City Hall.
Fennern moved to adjourn. Frasher seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
