 Pierson moved to approve the minutes of the regular July 1st meeting. Frasher seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously. 
Fennern moved to pay all bills as presented. Roiger seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
Chantelle Neperman was present to talk to the council about the daycare shortage in our area, she is a member of the Rural Child Care Innovation Program and is advocating on their behalf to inform communities about the need for new daycares. Chantelle handed out flyers with a barcode to scan to learn more about the program, these flyers will also be posted around town to help spread the word.
Fire Department report:
· Ranger is in operation and works great, decals will be ordered for it soon.
· Pump/Foam training and hose testing will be will be done in August and September, the fees will be covered by training dollars.

· Jeremy will look into the cost of a gas leak detector as there is getting to be more calls for LP and natural gas leaks and the detector we have now is for carbon monoxide.  

Maintenance report was given by Tony Sauer.
· The low hanging tree branches on the west driveway to the park will be trimmed. 
· Crack sealing was discussed, for three blocks the cost would be $25,985.00. Fennern moved to do the crack sealing, Frasher seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

· Painting the water tower was discussed, two (2) bids were reviewed and after discussion it was decided that the city would look into a Small Cities Grant to help possibly cover some of the costs. Tara will call and invite Owen from Bolton & Menk to the September meeting to discuss our options.

Living in campers was discussed, this is prohibited in Sanborn and will be addressed. 

Dying ash trees around town were discussed, Tara will look into what we can do as a city to help remove these trees.
Fennern moved to adjourn. Roiger seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
