The City Council of the City of Sanborn met in the council room of said city on Tuesday, February 4, 2025 at 6:30pm. Present: Mayor Edward Cohrs who presided, Councilors Mary Fennern, Jeremiah Frasher, Nathan Roiger and City Clerk-Treasurer Tara Jones. Kelly Pierson was absent.

Owen Todd from Bolton & Menk, Inc. presented the plans for the upcoming lift station project, Owen informed the council that eleven (11) soil boring samples are needed and that they will put the work up for bids tomorrow. Bids will be presented at the March council meeting. 
Fire Department Report was given by Chief Jeremy Schwanke.
· Beings the city will not be receiving any money from the DNR grant, Jeremy asked for approval to purchase twenty-two (22) fire hoods, twenty-two face mask filters for the air packs and another ice water rescue suit, total cost will be $7,042.00. Fennern moved to purchase the new equipment. Frasher seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
Maintenance report was given by Tony Sauer. 
· Wells #2 and #3 were both pulled, inspected and the piping was replaced. There was a hole on the threads in multiple spots of the piping in well #2 and a big hole in the pipe on well #3, both were causing low to inefficient water supply while operating. It also caused the electric bill to be higher in the month of December when well #3 started leaking. Both are now in working order.

· The skid loader will be going in for its 50-hour inspection at the dealer.
· Tony will be attending the Water/Wastewater Conference in St. Cloud March 4th-7th.
