MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING

The City Council of the City of Sanborn met in the council room of said city on Tuesday, June 4, 2024 at 6:30pm. Present: Mayor Edward Cohrs who presided, Councilors Pat Simonson, Mary Fennern, Jeremiah Frasher, Kelly Pierson and City Clerk-Treasurer Tara Jones.  
Mayor Cohrs opened the meeting and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

 Simonson moved to approve the minutes of the May 7th meeting. Fennern seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously. 
Frasher moved to pay all bills as presented. Pierson seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
The Maintenance report was given by Tony Sauer.  

· The street light on Main and Winona Streets is not working and needs to be rewired underground, these repairs will be costly so it has been decided that the repairs to the wiring will be made during the upcoming sewer replacement project.
· Orchard Street was again discussed, the council has decided to put an overlay on the street as a temporary fix until the sewer project is done. Tony will get quotes for the price of the overlay for the July council meeting.

· The PLC went out of the control system at the well house on May 20th due to a lighting strike, an insurance claim has been filed for the repairs.
· Redrock has been spread on the River Road, weeds have been sprayed and hydrants have been flushed.

· Trees in the campground were discussed, two (2) trees that were planted last year have died and ten (10) more trees will be planted this fall. 

A new skid loader was again discussed, Simonson moved to trade our current skid loader in for a new one, cost difference will be $25,000.00. Frasher seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

Pierson moved to approve the resolution. Fennern seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously. 


Frasher moved to increase the cost for mowing from $50.00 to $75.00 per hour with a one (1) hour minimum.


Fennern moved to approve beer garden permits for the Sanborn American Legion and the Farmers Golf & Health Club (if their license allows) for Watermelon Days July 29th & 30th. Frasher seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
