The City Council of the City of Sanborn met in the council room of said city on Tuesday, June 3, 2025 at 6:30pm. Present: Mayor Edward Cohrs who presided, Councilors Nathan Roiger, Mary Fennern, Jeremiah Frasher, Kelly Pierson and City Clerk-Treasurer Tara Jones.  
Mayor Cohrs opened the meeting and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

 Frasher moved to approve the minutes of the May 6th meeting. Fennern seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously. 
Pierson moved to pay all bills as presented. Frasher seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
Chris Reiderer and Tal Davis were present to express concerns about their neighbor. A letter will be written to address the issues.

Fire Department report was given by Jeremy Schwanke.

· A quote has been received from Parallel Ag in Redwood Falls for the purchase of a Polaris Ranger with a slide in box sprayer for $14,415.00. After discussion Pierson moved to approve the quote. Roiger seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously. The Fire Relief Association will be paying for this purchase.

· A new quote has been received from Westmore for installing a new water fill arm and redoing the current water piping for the fill in the fire hall. Parts will cost $12,294.00 and the labor will be $14,567.00 for a total of $26,861.00. Fennern moved to approve the new quote. Frasher seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously. A donation of $12,000.00 will be used toward the project.
The Maintenance report was given by Tony Sauer.  
· Redwood Falls Nursery planted the new trees in the campground.

· Pierson moved to purchase two (2) park shelter grills and have them concreted in and a Gaga Ball Pit with indoor/outdoor carpet for the campground. Fennern seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
· The river road was again discussed and due to the damages to the road it will remain temporally closed.

· Having Todd Johnson grade Mill Street was discussed. After discussion Frasher moved to have Todd grade the road. Fennern seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously. 
· Purchasing a Polaris Ranger for the maintenance department was discussed, Tony will look for a used one and report back to the council.
