Fire Chief Jeremy Schwanke presented the fire budget and gave an update on what
has been happening with grants for the new fire truck, the cat walk for the fill station on the fire hall and the radio grant. No grants have been received but the city has reapplied for the fire truck grant. As agreed upon in 2023, there will be no per section rate increase in 2025 for the townships                                    .

Owen Todd and Matt Miller were present from Bolton & Menk, Inc. to discuss the two (2) bids that were received for the soil borings.  After reviewing the bids, Fennern moved to accept the lowest bid from American Engineering Testing for $16,875.00. Roiger seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously. Owen and Matt also presented the preliminary design report for the lift station project to the council and will meet with Tara and Tony next we to work towards finalizing the plans.

· The cat walk for the fill station on the fire hall was again discussed, a bid 

has been received from Westmor for $58,580.00 for the construction of the cat walk. Other options will be looked into to lower the cost.

· The catholic church was inspected and is in excellent condition. The catholic parish will try to sell the building and if it does not sell the EDA will revisit purchasing the building.
Frasher moved to donate $1,000.00 to the Springfield Area Food Shelf. Fennern
seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
