MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING

HELD MARCH 6, 2026   6:30PM
The City Council of the City of Sanborn met in the council room of said city on Tuesday, March 3, 2026 at 6:30pm. Present: Mayor Edward Cohrs who presided, Councilors Mary Fennern, Kelly Pierson, Jeremiah Frasher and Nathan Roiger. Others present: City Clerk-Treasurer Tara Jones, Fire Chief Jeremy Schwanke, John Leonard, Emerson Busse, Owen Todd and Matt Miller-Bolton & Menk and City Auditor Sara Oberloh.
Township members present: Curt Thram, Curt Gode, Corby Graff, Guy
Dammann, Jeff Pankonin, Dustin Hauschild, Rich Groebner, Cory Blomgren and Brian Runck.
Mayor Cohrs opened the meeting and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Sara was present to discuss changing our accounting from accrual to a cash basis for our audit. Fennern moved to approve the change contingent that it does not affect the USDA’s reporting standards for the upcoming sewer project. Pierson seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously. Sara also discussed an all-in-one software called GovAsyst for accounting and utility billing as the software we are currently using is outdated and going to be obsolete. Tara will get a quote for the April meeting.
Owen Todd and Matt Miller from Bolton & Menk, Inc. were present to inform the council that the final plans for the sewer project have been submitted to Rural Development. Once Rural Development reviews the plans they will come back with comments and once those comments have been answered the project will be put out for bids. The bids will need to be advertised for twenty-one (21) days and will be opened on April 29th at 10:00am.
Fire Chief Schwanke presented the fire budget and gave an update on purchasing a
different fire truck, the department has found a 2011 pumper/tanker truck for $150,000.00, the truck will be pump tested, decaled with Sanborn lettering, and delivered. Guy Dammann moved to approve the budget and purchase the truck. Fennern seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously. The city will advertise the 1980 pumper/ tanker we currently have and when the new truck is delivered it can be sold. Selling the 1995 pumper truck was also discussed, the department will look into replacing it with another pumper/tanker with no extra cost to the city or townships.  Jeremy also informed the townships that the fill station on the fire hall has been installed and city did not receive the radio grant. There will be no per section rate increase in 2026 due to the purchase of the fire truck but next year we will look into a per section rate to put strictly into a truck fund.

Paul Parsons submitted an updated land use permit for a new 36’x64’shop located at 301 E Pabst Street. After review, Fennern moved to approve the updated plans. Pierson seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously. 

 Frasher moved to approve the minutes of the February 3rd meeting. Roiger seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously. 
Pierson moved to pay all bills as presented. Frasher seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
