MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING

The City Council of the City of Sanborn met in the council room of said city on Tuesday, May 6, 2025 at 6:30pm. Present: Mayor Edward Cohrs who presided, Councilors Mary Fennern, Jeremiah Frasher, Nathan Roiger, Kelly Pierson and City Clerk-Treasurer Tara Jones.  
Mayor Cohrs opened the meeting and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

 Pierson moved to approve the minutes of the regular April 1st and April 16th Board of Appeals and Equalization meetings. Roiger seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously. 
Fennern moved to pay all bills as presented. Frasher seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
Owen Todd was here to get authorization to proceed to the final design stage of the sewer project, the only changes to the last presented plans is that a LP generator will be added at the ponds instead of an diesel generator and the Pabst family has agreed to a temporary easement on their land for the construction company to stage materials, in return for the easement the city will clear extra trees from their property. 

Fennern moved to approve Resolution #2025-4 “Authorization to Proceed to Final Design.” Frasher seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
Tal Davis was present to discuss the condition of his neighboring properties. Clean up letters will be sent.


Jeremy Schwanke gave the Fire Department report:
· A donation has been received from the Fides Lodge to purchase a water fill arm for the fire hall. Westmore will be installing the arm.

· Jared Ryan will be taking a Hazmat Operations Training, cost will be $1,400.00 and will be reimbursable through the training dollars that the city is awarded each year.

· Pierson moved to approve the purchase of twenty (20) 9” Spanner Wrenches for each fireman. Frasher seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously. 
Tony Sauer gave the Maintenance report: 
· The sewage pump went out in the campground again, Tony purchased a better pump as the ones he has been getting from Runnings keep burning out.
· New lights with timers have been installed in the bathhouse.

· The city keeps experiencing power surges which is knocking out power at the wells and security cameras. Two (2) new higher quality surge protectors have been purchased.

· The bubbler went out at the ponds and a muskrat caused a blockage in the discharge pipe which needed to be jetted.

Monthly camping fees were discussed. Frasher moved set the monthly camping

fee to $450.00. Pierson seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
Frasher moved to adopt ordinance #142 “Amending the Zoning Code Regarding

Cannabis Business. Fennern seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously. A summary ordinance will be published in the Lamberton News Paper.
Frasher moved to approve and land use permit for a fence at 350 River Street. Roiger seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

Fennern moved to close one (1) block of Central Street for the Memorial Day Celebration. Pierson seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

Applications were reviewed for the cleaning position, after discussion Fennern moved to offer the position to Jennifer Gray starting at $15.00 per hour. Frasher seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

Pierson moved to adjourn. Fennern seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
