MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING
HELD NOVEMBER 3, 2025   6:30PM

The City Council of the City of Sanborn met in the council room of said City on Monday, November 3, 2025 at 6:30pm. Present: Mayor Edward Cohrs who presided, Councilors Mary Fennern, Kelly Pierson, Nathan Roiger, Jeremiah Frasher and City Clerk-Treasurer Tara Jones. 

Mayor Cohrs opened the meeting and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

 Pierson moved to approve the minutes of the October 7th meeting. Fennern seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously. 

Fennern moved to pay all bills as presented. Frasher seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously. 

Owen Todd and Matt Miller from Bolton & Menk were present to discuss an update to the sewer project, Redwood County will now be paying to replace the full length of the sidewalks instead of just the patches where the sewer lines will run. The sidewalks will come out into the street two (2) feet making Main Street narrower but by doing this the light poles will not need to be moved. Owen will be submitting the plans for the project and discussing this change with Rural Development when the government opens back up. Watermelon Days was also discussed and the sewer construction will not affect the event.

Fire Department report was given by Chief Jeremy Schwanke.
· Changes to the fire districts are being discussed at the fire chief’s meeting, currently some of the districts are spread out so far and there are closer fire departments that can respond quicker. Jeremy will keep the council informed of any changes.
· The water fill arm will be shipped December 9th.

Maintenance report was given by Tony Sauer. 
· There was a sewer backup in the Pabst field going out the sewage ponds, Jeffers Drayline was called and repaired the break, they also removed the trees that were in the river.
· The DNR came and looked at the eroded riverbank in the campground, they stated that they are going back on the engineer that designed the riffles in the river and hopefully we can get the bank rip rapped. 
· Tony received a quote from Kibble Equipment for a broom/bucket attachment for the skidloader. The cost for the broom/bucket would be $4,800.00 after the $4,000.00 trade in of our broom. Pierson moved to purchase the new broom/bucket. Frasher seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
· Zinniel Tree Service came and gave a bid of $6,000.00 to trim the trees back on the river road. No action was taken.

Discussion was held on what action will be taken for people still living in campers
even after receiving a letter from the city attorney telling them, they need to vacate immediately. The attorney will again be called to see how to proceed.

Pierson moved to approve Resolution 2025-11 “Certifying Delinquent Accounts to
the Redwood County Auditor for Collection as Special Assessments.” Roiger seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

Roiger moved to approve free WiFi to campers in the campground. The cost of
the WiFi will be $129.95 per month and will be on from May-October. Fennern seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

Fennern moved to adjourn. Fennern seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
