MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING

HELD OCTOBER 7, 2025   6:30PM
The City Council of the City of Sanborn met in the council room of said city on Tuesday, October 7, 2025 at 6:30pm. Present: Mayor Edward Cohrs who presided, Councilors Mary Fennern, Kelly Pierson, Jeremiah Frasher, Nathan Roiger and City Clerk-Treasurer Tara Jones.  
Mayor Cohrs opened the meeting and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

 Fennern moved to approve the minutes of the regular September 2nd meeting. Frasher seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously. 

Frasher moved to pay all bills as presented. Pierson seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.


Fire Department report was given by Chief Jeremy Schwanke.

· A new fire truck was discussed, the city did not receive the grant that they applied for a new fire truck so Jeremy looked into what our other options would be. A quote from Heiman Fire for a new pumper tanker truck was received in the amount of $414,124.00. The truck can be leased for 15 years with an annual payment of $33,659.81, this payment is principal and a 5.44% interest rate.  A used fire truck will also be looked into. The city will invite the townships within our fire district to the December council meeting to discuss options and hear thoughts on purchasing a new truck. 
· Fire Fighter 1 & 2 classes are being held in Marshall on March 20th, these are optional classes for current fire fighters but new members will be required to take these classes. The cost of the classes will be covered by state training dollars.
Maintenance report. Tony Sauer was absent.
· Chris Munson from M&K Construction will be coming to look at the bridges and give the city a quote for repairs.
· The arms on the skid loader are bent and will likely get fixed after harvest when the dealership slows down. These repairs will be under warranty.
· The park will be closed once temperatures get below freezing.
· Bargen, Inc. was here and did the three (3) blocks of crack sealing.

· The taste and smell issues in the water seem to be improving and Tony will continue to dial in the chlorine amounts until the issues have been resolved.
· Streets will be swept two (2x) times this fall when Lamberton’s street sweeper is available. 
Ordinances/ Resolutions:

· Resolution 2025-10 “Declaring a Building Hazardous”
Frasher moved to approve the resolution. Pierson seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously. 

Living in campers was again discussed, the city attorney will be sending letters to 
individuals violating the city ordinance.


The council discussed offering free WiFi to campers in 2026, the cost to the city would be $129.95 per month on a seasonal bases from May through October. This will be voted on at next month’s meeting.
Fennern moved to adjourn. Roiger seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
