The City Council of the City of Sanborn met in the council room of said city on Tuesday, September 2, 2025 at 6:30pm. Present: Mayor Edward Cohrs who presided, Councilors Nathan Roiger, Mary Fennern, Jeremiah Frasher and City Clerk-Treasurer Tara Jones.  Kelly Pierson was absent.
Mayor Cohrs opened the meeting and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

 Frasher moved to approve the minutes of the August 5th meeting. Roiger seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously. 
Fennern moved to pay all bills as presented. Frasher seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

Owen Todd from Bolton and Menk, Inc. was present to discuss applying for another small cities grant to make improvements to the water tower and replace water meters. The city can apply for the grant after the funds from the last grant have been spent which will not be until we start the sewer project. Owen also reviewed a new set of plans for the sewer project and the right of way certificate was signed by the Mayor and Clerk.

· Eight (8) new tires are needed for the pumper truck, Frasher moved to purchase the new tires, cost will be roughly $3,000.00. Fennern seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

Fennern moved to approve Resolution #2025-8 “Opting to Join the Statewide Volunteer Firefighters PERA Plan”. Cohrs seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
Maintenance report was given by Tony Sauer. 
· A tree in the campground fell into the river due to high waters and the placement of the riffles redirecting the flow of the river, this is causing a swirling effect that is undermining the river bank, along with the tree falling into the river, a very large piece of the bank went along with it. The DNR will be contacted about the issue as the city is losing land in the campground due to this ongoing issue.
· Due to the flooding, the wiring on the electrical posts at sites 13 and 14 will need to be dug up and replaced.

· The old boards have been replaced on the picnic tables and new swing sets seats have been ordered.
· Well #2 is back up and running, Tony has increased the chlorine level due to complaints of rust and an odor in the water. The water is tested regularly and passes all tests.

· The sink hole on Hoyt Street was discussed, repairs will be looked into.

The 2026 proposed budget was reviewed and the levy was set with a 7% increase.
