Maintenance report was given by Tony Sauer. 
· The shutoff valve and bolts have arrived, Tony is now waiting on the pump to be delivered to renovate/repair the flow meter.
· Thein Well is coming next week to pull well #2 and make repairs, they will also be pulling Well #3 to inspect it for any damages as well.
· The Ash trees along the West driveway at the cemetery are dying off, discussion was had on cutting them down or trimming them up. It was decided that they will be cut down and a plan will be made to replace them in the future.
· The heater in the plow truck is still not working correctly, it will be taken to Fox Brothers to have it repaired.
· The ceiling is up and insulation has been blown in on cold storage side of the shop, the new ceiling lights will be installed as soon as they can be picked up from Menards.

Frasher moved to appoint Kelly Pierson as Acting Mayor. Fennern seconded the
motion and the motion carried unanimously.
